Donald Brittin from the Brittin family, founders of Brittin, ND, has pledged to donate
$2.00 for each $1.00 from the silent auction to be held on Buckstop Junction’s Old

"The Brittin Grain elevator stands tall (56 feet) and very firm (80 tons) among the old
trees. Other earlier businesses and residences of Brittin North Dakota a long gone.
Because of the danger of fire, vandalism and old age (108 years 0ld!), the Missouri
Valley Historical Society plans to move this building to Buckstop Junction. This elevator
will preserve an important part of our early farming and railroad history. Grain Eleva-
tors in N.D. are disappearing each year, torn down, or burned because of safety issues.
The complexities of moving such a tall, large, heavy structure as the Brittin Elevator are
monumental. The exact dollar figure, as yet unknown, will be remarkable especially
since professionals will have to prepare the elevator for the move, construct the foun-
dation, then move it and complete the restoration on site, ready for viewing."
